Memories of an Indian American Student at Princeton
University

On a warm September New Jersey evening | landed in Newark airport. Coming from the
University of lowa in lowa City, New Jersey seemed as foreign to me as Chicago did a few
years earlier when | arrived there from India. The year was 1990 and | was embarking on
my doctoral degree in the department of Civil Engineering and Operations Research in the
specific area of water resources and hydrology. Having already been in graduate school for
a few years | knew the academic ropes but had no idea that a college campus could be so
compactly located.... | could walk from my room in the Graduate College to every place |
needed to go — my office and computer laboratory, the libraries, dining halls, restaurants,
movies, and Dillon Gymnasium. Even though we were very close to New York City and
Philadelphia, Princeton seemed like a sanctuary, an oasis of peace and quiet!
